Belng of Indian descent the Fettys were zrea* lovers of games ané xmEemx 13
sports of all kinds, They iadulged in Hawae-racing, foot races, wrest-
ling, and later when baashbmrll came Into the country, Pettytowh was

said to have the best team in that territory. 3Several of the Petty boys,
Johngon, Samnei, and cthers once tried to see which could swallow the
bizzeat rock. When it came time for Johnson to make hia try, his rock
was 80 big that it neariy choked nlm to death, and the remaining ones
didn't maxe the try., It was sald that thias roeck in the stomach of
Johnson Petty contributed tc his death in later years.

Johnson, James, Semuel, and Riley Feuty wers said to have
garved in the Confederate Army from Texas. Johnson had a norse shot
out from under him at the battle of Falveston., Thess four also,
drove cattle upn $the trail to Xangas when the driving was rough indeed,
Thelir descendsnts are ellzible for memberahip in the 01d Trail Driverhk!

JOENSON PETTY

Johnson, or John as he was called, seemed to he the
subject of more stories than any of the Petty boys. It was he who
swallowad the blggest rock, and he who had & horse shot out from hix
at the battle of Galveston during the Civil War. It appeared that xhe
wag the most daring, although none of the Pettys were a‘raid of life
or death., On one of Johnson's trall driving trips with cattle to
Kansaa, he came back by Misaouri in a prairie achoonar to get his sister
Ann Catherine Williams, who was a widow, and brought her to Fattytown.
The Texas orairies were full of Indians then. One night as they ovut u»
for camp and unhitched the horses, the horses scampered away out of
gizht over the unxnowr country. Thera %hey were among Indians in a
wild country. His sister asxed John i1f he thougnt those horses would
ever return and he told her to go to sleep and not worry about them.
The hext morning as dawn cams, they saw the horses coming over the
vrairie to the wagzon, t seemed that he had previously traded for an
indian vony which was among them, and 1t brought the other horses back
with it, John remarked that he Xnew that Indian pony would come back
and that ze nad nct worried abecut the maiter., Worry was uninown among
the oldar Pettye, and whafever thsy migh:t have done or not done, they
zertainly were of the xAnd that built thig gresat stats of Texas,
